Dear Friends of the Ronald McDonald House,

When a child is frightened, hurting and hospitalized far from home, nothing is as important as

the love and support of Mom and Dad. Sometimes the distance is too far, overnight lodging

too costly, and he/she is left alone. But not in Marshfield where the Ronald McDonald House

provided a “home away from home” last year for 449 different families from all over central and

northern Wisconsin, the Upper Peninsula of Michigan and beyond when their child needed

them most. The average stay was eight nights, with one night being the shortest stay and 142

nights being the longest stay.

Families are asked to pay $5.00 per night. In the past year ninety-nine families could not pay

part or all of their rent. Families who qualify to stay here because they have an ill child needing

medical attention are never turned away regardless of their financial status. In 2008 our Share a

Night program raised $2,845 to help meet this need. Thank you so much for your generosity.

I think this book is a fabulous idea!  When I came to the

RMH, I thought that I couldn’t get out of the dumps.

This book helped me get back into the right state of

mind. The RMH has been so helpful in our time of need.

I really appreciate all the help from those at Saint

Joseph’s Hospital, too.

When I read through the stories, I was shocked to see

mine already in here. It just wasn’t my family yet. My son

Benjamin got a cold five weeks ago now. At first we

thought it was a cold, and then we thought it was the flu;

but we soon found out it was pneumonia.We took him

to his family doctor, and Ben was admitted for IV fluids

and was supposed to be discharged the next day. Little

did we know that at 8 AM the next morning he would

be transferred to Saint Joseph’s Children’s Hospital in

Marshfield. My son had fluid on his lungs, so his right lung

collapsed. He had his first surgery to remove the fluid

and pus. Four chest tubes later he had his second surgery

to remove more pus, fluid, and a hardened sac. We have

been in PICU (Pediatric Intensive Care Unit), PEDS

(Pediatrics) and back to PICU again.

Right now we have been at the hospital for three weeks.

I had started to lose my mind, my faith, and my son.

Luckily I finally decided to go to the Ronald McDonald

House, and now I am refreshed and renewed on my

outlook. I know God will help my son and me. I think

this last surgery has finally helped. I hope to go home

next week.

Keep your faith, keep recharging your battery, keep 

letting someone else help, and things will be fine. These

are the things I need to remember every day!
